The deficiency of education in Nigeria
is due to apsychological motive, which
has never been eamestly debated in any
local periodical. readers will be
surprised at my boldness for | am about
to bring new ideas before the public.
New ideas are net necessarily bad be-
cause they are new, but they are general-
ly *_ceived witha feeling of astonish-
mentand distrur - which one is not pre
pared to experience.

Education is so deficient in Nigeria be-
cau. > isnot- genuine one, since it is
not conducted according to the primary
and elementary laws of pedagogy. The
firstaim of education is to develop the
child's natural faculties, not to prevent
their normal growth  Now, what is more
natural to a child than his own native
tongue ? In it, the child thinks speaks,
feels and expresses its emotions and e
sires ; by its means it comes into contact
