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INFLUENCE OF INFORMATION COMMUNICATION TECHNOLOGY 
ON HEALTH AND BEHAVIOUR OF UNIVERSITY OF IB AD AN 

UNDERGRADUATES

Abstract
The study examines the influence o f Information Communication 
Technology on health and behaviour o f University o f Ibadan 
undergraduates. Descriptive survey research design was adopted to 
select one thousand and eighty-one students, through stratified and 
simple random techniques; a self-structured questionnaire with 0.70 
reliability coefficient was used for data collection. Six hypothèses were 
tested and chi-square x~ was used for data analysis at 0.05 level o f 
significance. The results showed that the respondents had no knowledge 
o f the négative effect o f ICT on health and behaviour (x-0 .67, p<0.05); 
that ICT has négative influence on respondents' sexual behaviour 
(x2=84.6, p>0.05), sleeping pattern (x2=68.5, p>0.05), nutrition pattern 
(x2=56.3, p>0.05), and academie honesty (x2=72.4, p>0.05). However,
ICTdid not influence their engagement in cybercrime (x2=2.16, p<0.05). 
Rased on the findings it was recommended, among others, that éducation 
on the négative influence o f ICT use on health and behaviour o f students 
should be included in the general courses for students; and that there 
should be adéquate monitoring o f the cyberspace by school authority.

Introduction
Yacob (2011), quoting Blurton (1999), defined Information and Communication 
Technology (ICT) as a diverse set of technological tools and resources used to 
communicate and create, disseminate, store and manage information. It 
encompasses a range of rapidly evolving technologies, including télécommu­
nication technologies (telephony, cable satellite, TV and radio, computer-mediated 
conferencing, video conférence) as well as digital technologies (computers, 
laptops, information networks, the Internet, worldwide web, intranets and 
extranets) and software application (Chisenga, 2006). In corroborating this, 
Margaret (2005) defined Information Communication Technology as an umbrella 
terni that comprises any communication device or application encompassing radio, 
télévision, cellular phones, computer and network hardware and software satellite 
Systems, as well as the various services and applications associated with them, 
such as video conferencing and distance learning.



The most useful forms of Information Communication Technology by 
students in tertiary (IC I ) institution of learning are the computers, laptops, mobile 
téléphone. ICI' are potentially powerful tool for extending educational 
opportunités both formai and non formai to previously undeserved constitucncics. 
Trucano and Micheal (2005) opined that ICT is of immense benefits to educational 
System as it empower learners and teachers transforming teaching and learning 
processes from being teacher dominated to student ccntred and that this 
transformation will rcsult in increased learning gains for stridents, creating and 
allowing opportunities for learners to develop their creativity, problem solving 
abilities, informational rcasoning, ski Ils, communication ski I Is and other higher 
thinking skill.

Massimni and Pctcrson (2009) Obscrvcd that among the people affeeled 
by ICT are young adults, specifically university stridents, who engage in 
innovative websites, such as Wikipedia, free content encyclopedia, internet scarch 
cngincs such as Google, and social media, such Faccbook. Traditionaliy, a 
university is viewcd as a transition period in which new expériences and meeting 
new people mark the transformation from the period of adolescence to early 
adulthood and research lias suggested that this stage of life is a crucial period of 
development tnarked by difficult challenges.

In spite of the numerous advantages that Information Communication and 
Technologies brought to the educational development with its immense benefits to 
teachers and stridents, it is noted that many stridents use it negatively, which 
consequently influences négative cffects on their health and behaviour, such as 
négative sexnal behaviour, sleeping pattern, nutrition disorder, cybercrime and 
academie dishonesty, such as plagiarism and online gambling. Adebayo, Udegbe 
and Sumnola (2006) agrced that there are potential benefits associated with the use 
of the internet, but also increased awareness of its potential dangers, espccially to 
young people— for example, the Internet incrcasingly bccomcs a monster in the 
context of sex, as young adults hâve unlimited access to information on sex 
through porn on their e-mails or by inadvertently clicking on a link to porn sites.

Massimni and Pctcrson (2009) also noted that asidc from the traditional 
dr vclopment challenges in undergraduates’ health, a fairly new adaptation has 
taken place on cainpuscs, as ICT is changing the way people live and socially 
interaet. Thus, IC I' bccomes an intrusion on normal everyday life and can be quite 
detrimcntal to strident health and wellbeing, such as Corning late for class, losing 
sleep or experiencing stress. Many other antisocial behaviours are promoted by 
internet addiction, such as online shopping, gambling and cybercrime.

Guest Blogger (2012) explained that stridents engage in social networking 
sites such as Twitter and Facebook and that the négative effect of thèse social 
networking sites overweigh the positive ones and hâve caused some potential harin 
to society, espccially among stridents in the following way:
1. Rednced learning and research capabilities as they rely more on information 

accessible easily on these social network sites and the web,
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2. Multistaking: Studcnts who get involved in social médiate sites while studying
resuit in réduction in their focus of attention, this cause réduction in their 
academie performance and concentration to study well.

3. Réduction in real human contact, the more time students spend on social media
sites, the less time they will spend socializing in person with otliers and this 
reduccs their communication skills as they will not bc ablc to communicatc 
and sociali/.e cffectively in person with others.

4. l ime wastage: students while searching and studying online get attractcd to 
using social media site and sometimes they forget why they are using internet. 
I his wastes their time and sometimes students arc not ablc to deliver their 
work in the specificd time frame.

5. I 'fl'cct on hcalth: The excessive use of thèse sites affect the mental as well as
physical hcalth; students do not take their meals on time and take proper rest, 
they take excessive amount of coffee or tca to remain active and focuscd 
which ncgatively affects their hcalth. The overuse of these sites on daily basis 
lias many négatives on the physical and mental hcalth of students, making 
them léthargie and unmotivated to croate contact with the people in person.

Massimni and Petcrson (2009) reported tliat students prefer non-personal 
communication, and relationships were identified between ICT, being late for 
class, loss of sleep, and stress. They concludcd that ICT is a major intrusion 
affccting sleep, time management, and perceived stress, as well as students’ 
capacity to communicatc.

Ailila and Jean (2004), in a study of science students in a large university 
in United Kingdom, reported that 50% of the students indicatcd an acceptance of 
using the internet for academie dishonest activities. Kalcsonwo, Fatona, and 
Musah (2008) submitted that the unguided use of ICT by adolescents advcrsely 
affect their lifestylc and this poses many dangers to the présent and future life of 
the youths, as ICT promûtes .illicit drug use and prcmarital/ extramarital scx. 
Ikulayo (2000) stressed that adolescents are exposed to many internet programmes 
such as pornographie pictures, films, advertisement as well as books and 
magazines and majority of programme being aired on ICT most of time lead to 
ignorance about scxual behaviour of adolescents.

Brown and Eiscnbcrg (2003) reported that about 10 percent of teenagers 
acknowledged that they hâve Icarncd more about sex from the internet than from 
parents, school personnel, clergy or friends. Dana and Mark (201 I) opincd that 
people engage in a varicty of activities on the internet, somc of which may lead to 
addiction as somc users may develop an addiction to spécifie activities they carry 
out online, such as addiction to gaming, information overload (i.e. web surflng 
addiction), net compulsion (i.e. online gambling or online shopping addiction), 
cybcr-scxual addition (i.e. online pornography or online sex), and cyber 
rciationship addiction, among others. Liliara,ctal(2005) concluded that ICT 
influences adolescents’ health-rclatcd attitudes and behaviour such as violence,
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cating disordcrs, tobacco and alcohol use and harmful scxual activitics. The 
observation of how incrcasingly stridents makc use of ICT variables, such as 
computer, laptops and mobile communication networks that prompted the 
researchers to examine the influence ICT on the hcalth and behaviour of 
undergraduate of University of Ibadan.

Research Hypothèses
1. Thcrc will bc no significant knowledge of cffect of IC I’ on hcalth risky 

behaviour of University of Ibadan undergraduates.
2. Information Communication Technology will not significantly influence the 

scxual behaviour. of University of Ibadan undergraduates.
3. Information Communication Technology will not significantly affect the 

slccping pattern of University of Ibadan undergraduates.
4. Information Communication Technology will not significantly influence the 

nutrition pattern of University of Ibadan undergraduates.
5. Information Communication Technology will not significantly influence 

academie malpractice of University of Ibadan undergraduates.
6. Information Communication Technology will not significantly influence 

University of Ibadan undergraduates’ attitudes towards cybcrcrimc.

Mcthodology
Descriptive survey research design was adopted for this study. The design cnablcs 
the researchcr to dcscribc carefully factual and detailcd information about the 
opinions of the respondents on the issue. Thomas and Nelson (2001) hâve argued 
that descriptive research design is good in collccting data in order to dcscribc 
existing phenomenon, to identify problems and make comparison and systemie 
évaluation. The population compriscd of onc thousand and eighty one students 
selectcd from undergraduate halls of résidents in University of Ibadan. Proportion 
samplc and purposivc sample techniques wcrc used to select 15% of respondents 
from cach of the nine undergraduate hal ls (Table A).

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The instrument used for the study was a self structured questionnaire 
tagged. The instrument was divided into 6 sections. Section A was on knowledge 
of students on négative influence of 1CT on hcalth and behaviour, (13) was on the 
influence of IC I’ on sexual behaviour, (C) was on ICT’s influence on slceping 
pattern, (P) was on its influence on nutrition pattern, (B) was on the influence on 
academie malpractices, while (F) was on cybcrcrimc. The rcliability of the 
instrument was ascertaincd by administering it using tcst-rctcst method on twenty 
undergraejates of Physical and Health Education Department, Ekiti State 
University, Ado-Ekiti. The data were subjcctcd to Pearson Product Moment 
corrélation and a rcliability coefficient of 0.70 was obtained. N inc rcscarch 
assistants, onc for eaeh hall of résidence, were employcd to administer the 
questionnaire. Ail copies of the questionnaire were filled and rcturned by 
respondents and the data collcctcd were analysed using infcrcntial statisties of ehi- 
squarc x to analyzc at 0.05 ievel of significancc.

Rcsults and Discussion
IIol: Undcrgraduates will not signifieant hâve the knowledge of effcct of 
Information communication tcchnology on hcalth risky behaviour.

The data in fable I showed that 268 (24.7%) respondents strongly agreed 
and 251 (23.21%) agreed that they hâve knowledge of the négative influence of 
Information Communication Technology on their hcalth and behaviour, while 275 
(25.43%) disagreed and 287 (26.54%) strongly disagrecd witli the statement. The 
table also showed a calculatcd chi-square value of 0.67, which is less than the table 
value of 7.81. fhe nu 11 hypothesis was thereforc acceptcd. This means that 
undergraduates of University of Ibadan did not significantly hâve knowledge of the 
négative influence of Information Communication Technology on their hcalth and 
behaviour. Kalcsanwo, Fatona, Ol and Musah (2008) had carlicr submitted that 
unguided use of IC I’ by adolescent advcrsely affects their lifcstylcs and poses 
many dangers to their lives. Ikulayo (2000) also stresscd that majority of 
programmes being aired on 1CT most times Icad to ignorance about antisocial 
behaviours, such as harmful sexual behaviour.
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Ho2: Information communication technology will not significantiy havc négative 
influence on the scxual behaviour of undergraduates.

The data in table 2 showed that 471 (43.57%) respondents strongly agreed 
and 362 (33.48%) agreed that information communication technology hâve 
négative influence on their scxual behaviour, while 127 (1 1.74%) disagreed and 
121 (11.19%) strongly disagreed with the statement. The table also shows a 
calculatcd x" value of 84.6, vvhich is higher than the table value of 7.81. The null 
hypothesis was therefore rcjccted. This means that ICT had influence on the scxual 
behaviour of undergraduates of University of Ibadan. Adebayo (2006) posited that 
there is incrcased awareness of ICT’s potential dangers, cspccially to young 
peoplc, as it is becoming a monster in the context of sex; young adults havc 
unlimitcd acccss to information on sex through online browsing, e-mail and so on. 
Dana and Mark (2011 ) also opincd that peoplc engage in a varicty of activities that 
are antisocial on the Internet, such as cyber sex and online pornography.

II;>3: ICT will not significantiy influence the sleeping pattern of undergraduates.

The data in table 3 showed that 500 (46.25%) respondents strongly agreed 
and 239 (22.1%) agreed that ICT hâve négative influence on their sleeping pattern.
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whilc 188 (17.39%) disagreed and 154 (14.24%) strongly disagrccd with thc 
statcmcnt. The table also shows a calculated chi-square value of 68.5, whieh is 
higher than the table value of 7.81. The nul! hypothcsis was thereforc rejected. 
T’his ineans that information communication technology has négative influence on 
the slccping pattern of undergraduates of University of lbadan. Liliara et al. (2005) 
concludcd that the mass media, including ICI', influence adolescents’ health- 
rclated attitudes and behaviours, such as violence, sleep and cating disorders, 
lobacco/ alcohol use and harmful sexual activities.

IIo4: ICT will not significantly influence the nutrition pattern of undergraduates.

Table 4 shows that 325 (30.06%) respondents strongly agreed and 310 
(28.67%) agreed that Information Communication Technology negatively affects 
their nutrition pattern, whilc 384 (35.52%) of thc respondents disagreed and 62 
(5.73%) strongly disagreed with thc statement. The table also showed a calculated 
x value of 56.3, whieh is higher than thc table value of 7.81. The nuil hypothesis 
was therefore rejected. This mcans that Information Communication Technology 
negatively affects the nutrition pattern of undergraduates of University of lbadan. 
This finding supports that of Ouest (2012), who stressed that students increasingly 
engage in social network sites, such as Twitter and Facebook; hence, they do not 
take their mcals on time and take proper rest but instead take excessive amount of 
coffee or tca to remain active and focuscd, whieh affect their health negatively.

IIo5: ICT will not significantly influence the academie malpractice activities of 
undergraduates.

fable 5 shows that 458 (42.36%) respondents strongly agreed and 322 
(29.78%) agreed that Information Communication Technology significantly 
influence academie dishonesty, while 227 (20.99%) disagreed and 74 (6.84%) 
strongly disagreed with the statement. The table also shows a calculated chi square 
value of 72.4, whieh is higher than thc table value of 7.81. The null hypothesis was 
therefore rejected. This means that ICT has significant influence on academie 
dishonesty among undergraduates of University of lbadan. This corroborâtes the



findings of Aitila and Jean (2013), who studied 291 science students of a large 
university in the UK on plagiarism. They found half of them accepting using the 
Internet for academically dishonest activities.

Table 6 shows that 327 (21.92%) respondents strongly agreed and 266 
(24.60%) agreed that Information Communication Technology significantly 
influence them to engage in cybercrime, while 273 (25.25%) disagreed and 305 
(28.21%) strongly disagreed with the statement. The table also shows a calculated 
x2 value of 2.16, which is less than the table value of 7.81. The nul] hypothesis was 
thus accepted. This means that Information Communication Technology did not 
significantly influence undergraduates of University of Ibadan to engage in 
cybercrime activities. This was not in line with Massimni and Peterson’s (2009) 
assertion that some of the antisocial behaviours being perpetrated by students are 
influences from their Internet préoccupation, such as in cybercrime and online 
garnbling. Also, it is not in support of the findings of Happiness, Erechogo and 
Ronke (2013), who reported a joint significant influence of ICT on school, sex, 
âge, aggressive behaviour, truancy and cybercrime among youths.



Conclusion and Recommendations
The findings of this research showed that undergraduates of University of Ibadan 
did not hâve the knowledge of the négative effects of Information Communication 
Technology usage on their health and behaviours. It also showed that ICT has 
influence on their sexual behaviour, nutrition and sleeping patterns, as well as 
academie dishonesty, as many of them indicated that they engage in plagiarism for 
assignments and projects. However, ICT was found not to influence the 
cybercriine activities of the students. It is therefore recommended that:
1. Education on influence of Information Communication Technology use on

health and behaviour of students should be included in a general course for 
students.

2. Adolescents should be exposed to the influence of ICT use on health and
behaviour through documentary programmes on radio, télévision and other 
media.

3. There should be adéquate monitoring of the cyberspace by the school
authority, such as blocking pornographie and gambling sites.

4. Parents should monitor their children’s online activities.
5. Students should be educated on the dangers of plagiarism, to curtail academie

dishonesty through the use of ICTs.
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
